 THE ORDER FOR HOLY COMMUNION 

Minister: The Lord be with you. 
People: And with thy spirit. 
Minister: Let us pray. (all kneel) 

¶ Minister: 
LMIGHTY God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no 
secrets are hid; Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, 

that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. 
Amen. 
 

¶ Turning to the people, the minister continues: 

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith, 

HOU shalt love the Lord thy God with all 
thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with 

all thy mind. This is the first and great 
commandment. And the second is like unto 
it, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. On 
these two commandments hang all the Law 
and the Prophets. 

¶ Congregation SINGS Kyrie (right): 

Minister: Let us pray. 

The Collect for Whitsunday (Pentecost) 
GOD, who as at this time didst teach the hearts of thy faithful people, by sending to them 
the light of thy Holy Spirit; Grant us by the same Spirit to have a right judgement in all 

things, and evermore to rejoice in his holy comfort; through the merits of Christ Jesus our 
Saviour, who liveth and reigneth with thee, in the unity of the same Spirit, one God, world 
without end. Amen. 
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 THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING) 

Lector:  The Lesson appointed for the Epistle is written 2nd chapter of the Acts of the 
Apostles beginning at the 1st  verse.   

HEN the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 
And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled 

all the house where they were sitting. And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of 
fire, and it sat upon each of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to 
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. And there were dwelling at 
Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven. Now when this was noised 
abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard 
them speak in his own language. And they were all amazed and marveled, saying one to 
another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans? And how hear we every man in our 
own tongue, wherein we were born? Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the dwellers in 
Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia, Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in 
Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes, 
Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God. 

Lector:  Here endeth the Epistle lesson. 

 THE GOSPEL LESSON (STANDING) 

HYMN #166 (only verses 1, 2, 3 before the Gospel) 
“Come, Holy Spirit, heav’nly Dove”  

Minister:  The Holy Gospel is written in the 14th Chapter of the Gospel according to St. John 
beginning at the 15th verse. 

Congregation SINGS:    

ESUS said unto his disciples, If ye love me, keep my commandments. And I will pray the 
Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever; even 

the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth 
him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. I will not leave you 
comfortless: I will come to you. Yet a little while, and the world seeth me no more; but ye see 
me: because I live, ye shall live also. At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in 
me, and I in you. He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: 
and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself 
to him. Judas saith unto him, not Iscariot, Lord, how is it that thou wilt manifest thyself unto 
us, and not unto the world? Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep 
my words; and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and make our abode with 
him. He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which ye hear is not mine, 
but the Father’s which sent me. These things have I spoken unto you, being yet present with 
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you. But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he 
shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said 
unto you. Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto 
you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid. Ye have heard how I said unto you, 
I go away, and come again unto you. If ye loved me, ye would rejoice, because I said, I go unto 
the Father: for my Father is greater than I. And now I have told you before it come to pass, that, 
when it is come to pass, ye might believe. Hereafter I will not talk much with you: for the prince 
of this world cometh, and hath nothing in me. But that the world may know that I love the 
Father; and as the Father gave me commandment, even so I do. 

Minister:  The Gospel of the Lord.

to your comfort; and make your humble confession to Almighty God, devoutly kneeling.

who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient 
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his 
holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and 
sacrifice, until his coming again: For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took Bread; and 
when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this is my 
Body, which is given for you; Do this in remembrance of me. Likewise, after supper, he took 
the Cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for this 
is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of 
sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me. 

HEREFORE, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly 
beloved Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make 

here before thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the 
memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion 
and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most 
hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same. 

ND we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thine almighty 
goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts 

and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Saviour 
Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of 
his most blessed Body and Blood .  

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of 
praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and 

death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may 
obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and 
present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living 
sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of 
this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus 
Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he 
may dwell in us, and we in him. And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to 
offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; 
not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, 
and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father 
Almighty, world without end. Amen.
