Christ saith, None can enter into the kingdom of God, except he be regenerate and born
anew of Water and of the Holy Ghost; I beseech you to call upon God the Father, through our
Lord Jesus Christ, that of his bounteous mercy he will grant to this Child that which by nature
he cannot have; that he may be baptized with Water and the Holy Ghost, and received into
Christ’s holy Church, and be made a living member of the same.

Minister. Let us pray.

LMIGHTY and immortal God, the aid of all who need, the helper of all who flee to thee for

succour, the life of those who believe, and the resurrection of the dead; We call upon thee
for this Child, that he, coming to thy holy Baptism, may receive remission of his sins, by spiritual
regeneration. Receive him, O Lord, as thou hast promised by thy well-beloved Son, saying, Ask,
and ye shall have; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you. So give now
unto us who ask; let us who seek, find; open the gate unto us who knock; that this Child may
enjoy the everlasting benediction of thy heavenly washing, and may come to the eternal
kingdom which thou hast promised by Christ our Lord. Amen.

EARLY beloved, ye have brought this Child here to be baptized, ye have prayed that our
Lord Jesus Christ would vouchsafe to receive him, to release him from his sins, to sanctify
him with the Holy Ghost, to give him the kingdom of heaven, and everlasting life.

I ask therefore,

0 you, in the name of this Child, renounce the devil and all his works, the vain pomp and
glory of the world, with all covetous desires of the same, and the sinful desires of the
flesh, so that you will not follow, nor be led by them?

Sponsors. 1 renounce them all.

Minister. Do you believe all the Articles of the Christian Faith, as contained in the Apostles’
Creed?

Sponsors.  All this I steadfastly believe.
Minister.  Will you be baptized in this Faith?
Sponsors. That is my desire.

Minister.  Will you then obediently keep God’s holy will and commandments, and walk in the
same all the days of your life?

Sponsors. 1 will, by God’s help.
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Minister. Having now, in the name of this Child, made these promises, will you also on your
part, take heed that this Child be brought up in the nurture and admonition of the
Lord; be diligently instructed in the Holy Scriptures; and learn the Creed, the Lord’s
Prayer, and the Ten Commandments, and all other things which a Christian ought
to know and believe to his soul’s health?

Sponsors. 1 will, by God’s help.

Minister.  Will you take heed that this Child, so soon as sufficiently instructed, be brought to
the Bishop to be confirmed by him?

Sponsors. 1 will, God being my helper.

7 Then shall the Presbyter say the following.

MERCIFUL God, grant that the old Adam in this Child may be so buried, that the new man
may be raised up in him. Amen.

Grant that all sinful affections may die in him, and that all things belonging to the Spirit may
live and grow in him. Amen.

Grant that he may have power and strength to have victory, and to triumph, against the
devil, the world, and the flesh. Amen.

Grant that he, being here dedicated to thee by our office and ministry, may also be endued
with heavenly virtues, and everlastingly rewarded, through thy mercy, O blessed Lord God,
who dost live, and govern all things, world without end. Amen.

Minister.  The Lord be with you.

People. And with thy spirit.

Minister.  Lift up your hearts.

People. We lift them up unto the Lord.
Minister.  Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.
People. Itis meet and right so to do.

7 Then shall the Presbyter consecrate the Water, saying,

T is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should give thanks unto thee, O Lord,

Holy Father, Almighty, Everlasting God, for that thy dearly beloved Son Jesus Christ, for the
forgiveness of our sins, did shed out of his most precious side both water and blood; and gave
commandment to his disciples, that they should go teach all nations, and baptize them In the
Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Regard, we beseech thee, the
supplications of thy congregation; ¥ sanctify this Water to the mystical washing away of sin;
and grant that this Child, now to be baptized therein, may receive the fullness of thy grace, and
ever remain in the number of thy faithful and elect children; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to
whom, with thee, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, be all honour and glory, now and evermore.
Amen.
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7 Then the Presbyter shall take the child into his arms, and shall say to the sponsors,

Name this Child.

9 And then, naming the child (or person) accordingly, he shall sprinkle or pour Water upon him, or else shall
dip him in the Water discreetly, saying,

NGATIUS WILLIAM, | baptize thee In the Name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Amen.

9 Then the Presbyter shall say,
E receive this Child into the congregation of Christ’s flock; and do sign him with the sign
of the Cross, in token that hereafter he shall not be ashamed to confess the faith of Christ
crucified, and manfully to fight under his banner, against sin, the world, and the devil; and to
continue Christ’s faithful soldier and servant unto his life’s end. Amen.

9 When all have been baptized, then shall the Presbyter light a candle and present it to the sponsors saying,

ECEIVE the light of our Lord Jesus Christ who said: ‘I am the light of the world. Whoever
follows me will not walk in darkness, but will have the light of Life.” Amen.

9 Then shall the Presbyter say,

EEING now, dearly beloved brethren, that this Child is regenerate, and grafted into the
body of Christ’s Church, let us give thanks unto Almighty God for these benefits; and with
one accord make our prayers unto him, that this Child may lead the rest of his life according to
this beginning.
9 Minister and People
UR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will
be done, On earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us
our trespasses, As we forgive those who trespass against us.

And humbly we beseech thee to grant, that he, being
dead unto sin, and living unto righteousness, and being buried with Christ in his death, may
crucify the old man, and utterly abolish the whole body of sin; and that, as he is made partaker
of the death of thy Son, he may also be partakers of his resurrection; so that finally, with the
residue of thy holy Church, he may be an inheritor of thine everlasting kingdom; through Christ
our Lord. Amen.
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7 Then, the Presbyter may say to the sponsors of the child this Exhortation following,

ORASMUCH as this Child hath promised by you his sureties to renounce the devil and all

his works, to believe in God, and to serve him; ye must remember, that it is your part and
duty to see that this Child be taught, so soon as he shall be able to learn, what a solemn vow,
promise, and profession, he hath here made by you. And that he may know these things the
better, ye shall call upon him to hear Sermons; and chiefly ye shall provide, that he may learn
the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and the Ten Commandments, and all other things which a
Christian ought to know and believe to his soul’s health; and that this Child may be virtuously
brought up to lead a godly and a Christian life; remembering always, that Baptism doth
represent unto us our profession; which is, to follow the example of our Saviour Christ, and to
be made like unto him; that, as he died, and rose again for us, so should we, who are baptized,
die from sin, and rise again unto righteousness; continually mortifying all our evil and corrupt
affections, and daily proceeding in all virtue and godliness of living. Amen.

1 If the Exhortation be said, then shall the Presbyter add and say,

E are to take care that this Child be brought to the Bishop to be confirmed by him, so soon
as he can say the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and the Ten Commandments, and be further
instructed in the Catechism set forth for that purpose.

9 Then, the Presbyter shall add,

HE Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, of whom the whole family in heaven

and earth is named; Grant you to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner
man; that, Christ dwelling in your hearts by faith, ye may be filled with all the fullness of God.
Amen.

7 The Congregation may congratulate and welcome the newest member(s) of Christ’s Church. Following,
the congregation shall recite the Nicene Creed.
