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 THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING) 

Lector:  The Epistle lesson is written in the 6th chapter of St. Paul’s Epistle to the Ephesians 
beginning at the 10th verse.   

Y brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. Put on the whole armour 
of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. For we wrestle not 

against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the 
darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. Wherefore take unto you 
the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, 
to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate 
of righteousness; and your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; above all, 
taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. 
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: praying 
always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all 
perseverance and supplication for all saints; and for me, that utterance may be given unto me, 
that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel, for which I am an 
ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak

The nobleman saith unto him, Sir, come 
down ere my child die. Jesus saith unto him, Go thy way; thy son liveth. And the man believed 
the word that Jesus had spoken unto him, and he went his way. And as he was now going down, 
his servants met him, and told him, saying, Thy son liveth. Then enquired he of them the hour 
when he began to amend. And they said unto him, Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever left 
him. So the father knew that it was at the same hour, in the which Jesus said unto him, Thy son 
liveth: and himself believed, and his whole house. This is again the second miracle that Jesus 
did, when he was come out of Judaea into Galilee.

We beseech thee also, 
so to direct and dispose the hearts of all Christian rulers, that they may truly and impartially 
administer justice, to the punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the maintenance of thy 
true religion, and virtue. Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other Ministers, that 
they may, both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and 
duly administer thy holy Sacraments. And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and 
especially to this congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they 
may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the 
days of their life.

LMIGHTY God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of all things, Judge of all 
men; We acknowledge and bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, Which we, 

from time to time, most grievously have committed, By thought, word, and deed, 
Against thy Divine Majesty, Provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation against 
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us. We do earnestly repent, And are heartily sorry for these our misdoings; The 
remembrance of them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is intolerable. Have 
mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord 
Jesus Christ’s sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant that we may ever hereafter 
Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the honour and glory of thy Name;

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¶ The Priest then prays,  

LL glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, 
didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our redemption; 

who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient 
sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his 
holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and 
sacrifice, until his coming again: For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took Bread; and 
when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this is my 
Body, which is given for you; Do this in remembrance of me. Likewise, after supper, he took 
the Cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for this 
is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of 
sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me. 

HEREFORE, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly 
beloved Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make 

here before thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the 
memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion 
and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most 
hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same. 

ND we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thine almighty 
goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts 

and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Saviour 
Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of 
his most blessed Body and Blood .  

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of 
praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and 

death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may 
obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and 
present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living 
sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of 
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this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus 
Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he 
may dwell in us, and we in him.
