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THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING)

Lector: The Epistle is written in the 12% chapter of St. Paul’s Epistle to the Romans beginning
at the 6% verse.

AVING then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, whether prophecy, let

us prophesy according to the proportion of faith; or ministry, let us wait on our ministering;
or he that teacheth, on teaching; or he that exhorteth, on exhortation: he that giveth, let him do it
with simplicity; he that ruleth, with diligence; he that showeth mercy, with cheerfulness. Let love
be without dissimulation. Abhor that which is evil; cleave to that which is good. Be kindly
affectioned one to another with brotherly love; in honour preferring one another; not slothful in
business; fervent in spirit; serving the Lord; rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing
instant in prayer; distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality. Bless them which
persecute you: bless, and curse not.

coming again: For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took Bread; and when he had given

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise

and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy
Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain
remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and present unto
thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto
thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy
Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be
filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in
us, and we in him.
