E beseech thee, Almighty God, look upon the hearty desires of thy humble servants,
and stretch forth the right hand of thy Majesty, to be our defence against all our
enemies; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING)

Lector: The Epistle is written in the 5% chapter of St. Paul’s Epistle to the Ephesians
beginning at the 1* verse.

E ye therefore followers of God, as dear children; and walk in love, as Christ also hath

loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-
smelling savour. But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once
named among you, as becometh saints; neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting,
which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks. For this ye know, that no whoremonger,
nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the
kingdom of Christ and of God. Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these
things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience. Be not ye therefore
partakers with them. For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk
as children of light: (for the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;)
proving what is acceptable unto the Lord. And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of
darkness, but rather reprove them. For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are
done of them in secret. But all things that are reproved are made manifest by the light: for
whatsoever doth make manifest is light. Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and
arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light.

When the unclean spirit
is gone out of a man, he walketh through dry places, seeking rest; and finding none, he saith,
I will return unto my house whence I came out. And when he cometh, he findeth it swept and
garnished. Then goeth he, and taketh to him seven other spirits more wicked than himself;
and they enter in, and dwell there: and the last state of that man is worse than the first. And
it came to pass, as he spake these things, a certain woman of the company lifted up her voice,
and said unto him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee, and the paps which thou hast sucked.
But he said, Yea rather, blessed are they that hear the word of God, and keep it.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other Ministers,
that they may, both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly
and duly administer thy holy Sacraments. And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and
especially to this congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they
may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the

and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most
hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.

ND we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thine almighty

goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts
and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Saviour
Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of
his most blessed Body and Blood .

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of

praise and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and
death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church,
may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and
present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living
sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of
this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son
Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him,
that he may dwell in us, and we in him. And although we are unworthy, through our manifold
sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and
service; not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord,;
by whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee,
O Father Almighty, world without end. Amen.

Priest: And now, as our Saviour Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say,

UR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy

will be done, On earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And
forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us
not into temptation, But deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the
power, and the glory, for ever and ever.
