Minister: The Lord be with you. 
People: And with thy spirit. 
Minister: Let us pray. (all kneel) 

¶ Minister: 
LMIGHTY God, unto whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets 
are hid; Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may 

perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

¶ Turning to the people, the minister continues: 

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith, 

HOU shalt love the Lord thy God with all 
thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with 

all thy mind. This is the first and great 
commandment. And the second is like unto it, 
Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. On 
these two commandments hang all the Law 
and the Prophets.

GOD, the strength of all those who put their trust in thee; Mercifully accept our prayers; and 
because, through the weakness of our mortal nature, we can do no good thing without thee, 

grant us the help of thy grace, that in keeping thy commandments we may please thee, both in will 
and deed; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
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 THE EPISTLE LESSON (SITTING) 

Lector:  The Epistle lesson is written in the 4th chapter of the First Epistle of St. John beginning 
at the 7th verse.   

ELOVED, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, 
and knoweth God. He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. In this was 

manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only-begotten Son into the world, 
that we might live through him. Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and 
sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love 
one another. No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and 
his love is perfected in us. Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath 
given us of his Spirit. And we have seen and do testify that the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour 
of the world. Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in 
God. And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that 
dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him. Herein is our love made perfect, that we may 
have boldness in the day of judgement: because as he is, so are we in this world. There is no fear in 
love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made 
perfect in love. We love him, because he first loved us. If a man say, I love God, and hateth his 
brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how can he love God 
whom he hath not seen? And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love 
his brother also.

Minister:  The Holy Gospel is written in the 16th chapter of the Gospel according to St. Luke 
beginning at the 19th verse. 

Congregation SINGS:   T 

HERE was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared 
sumptuously every day: and there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his 

gate, full of sores, and desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man’s table: 
moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was 
carried by the angels into Abraham’s bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; and in hell he 
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lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. And he 
cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of 
his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. But Abraham said, Son, 
remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: 
but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented. And beside all this, between us and you there is 
a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass 
to us, that would come from thence. Then he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest 
send him to my father’s house: for I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they 
also come into this place of torment. Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; 
let them hear them. And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead, 
they will repent. And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they 
be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.

and concord: And grant that all those who do confess thy holy Name may agree in the truth of thy 
holy Word, and live in unity and godly love. We beseech thee also, so to direct and dispose the 
hearts of all Christian rulers, that they may truly and impartially administer justice, to the 
punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the maintenance of thy true religion, and virtue. Give 
grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other Ministers, that they may, both by their life and 
doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer thy holy Sacraments. 
And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and especially to this congregation here present; that, 
with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee 
in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy

Grant this, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and Advocate. Amen.  
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¶ Then shall the Priest say to those who come to receive the Holy Communion, 

E who do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins, and are in love and charity with your 
neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, following the commandments of God, and walking 

from henceforth in his holy ways; Draw near with faith, and take this holy Sacrament to your 
comfort; and make your humble confession to Almighty God, devoutly kneeling. 

LMIGHTY God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of all things, Judge of all 
men; We acknowledge and bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, Which we, 

from time to time, most grievously have committed, By thought, word, and deed, 
Against thy Divine Majesty, Provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation 
against us. We do earnestly repent, And are heartily sorry for these our misdoings; 
The remembrance of them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is intolerable. 
Have mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord 
Jesus Christ’s sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant that we may ever hereafter 
Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the honour and glory of thy Name;

bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Hear what comfortable words our Saviour Christ saith unto all who truly turn to him. 

OME unto me, all ye that travail and are heavy laden, and I will refresh you. St. Matthew 11:28

him should not perish, but have everlasting life. St. John 3:16 

Hear also what Saint Paul saith.

¶ The Priest then prays,  

LL glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, 
didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our redemption; 

who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, 
oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel 
command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until his 
coming again: For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took Bread; and when he had given 
thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given 
for you; Do this in remembrance of me. Likewise, after supper, he took the Cup; and when he had 
given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for this is my Blood of the New 
Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remission of sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall 
drink it, in remembrance of me. 
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HEREFORE, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved 
Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before 

thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son 
hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his 
mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty thanks for the 
innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same. 

ND we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thine almighty 
goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and 

creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Saviour Jesus 
Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his most 
blessed Body and Blood .  

ND we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise 
and thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy 

Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain 
remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we offer and present unto 
thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto 
thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy 
Communion, may worthily receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be 
filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with him, that he may dwell in 
us, and we in him. And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee 
any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; not weighing our 
merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in 
the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without 
end. Amen. 
 
Priest: And now, as our Saviour Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say,  

UR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy 
will be done, On earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And 

forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who trespass against us. And lead us 
not into temptation, But deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the 
power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen. 

Priest (kneeling): 
E do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own 
righteousness, but in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to 

gather up the crumbs under thy Table. But thou art the same Lord, whose property is always to 
have mercy: Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, and 
to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, and our souls washed 
through his most precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us.  Amen.
